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Abstract:

The film Moscow (2000) by A. Zeldovich occupies a unique place
in post-soviet film art, as the script was co-authored by the director and V.
Sorokin. In Sorokin’s work the techniques of defamiliarisation are used
very widely, but the study focuses on the strategy of defamiliarisation
in postmodern film. The paper explores the process of during which the
conflict gets halted between a set of codes (objects, genres, traditions,
styles, gestures and actions) widely differing, but juxtaposed in the film;
at the same time leading to signs to lose their meanings. Emptiness and
deflation are gaining the upper hand over everything, i. e. over things
linked to Russia and Moscow. In fact, Zeldovich and Sorokin makes ad
infinitum perpetuated reconsideration of the epistemological uncertainty.
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
